“THE PROCLAMATION OF THE MYSTERY OF CHRIST
TO THE SAMARITAN WOMAN AND THE SAMARITAN PEOPLE”

The woman does not know that she speaks at the very source of life and grace. If only she
knew that she was talking to Christ, she would have begged him to give her that water he
wants to give us. No doubt we are often close to Jesus in our prayer or in the Eucharist,
without recognizing him.

Dear brothers, the Lord and his mission are not a "meantime" in our life, a
transient thing. They are our life! All these days, the indifference of Mary was
whispered in a special way as a background music. Not only did she believe in
God and the promises as a possible thing; she believed and dared to say "yes", to
participate in this hour of the Lord. She felt that she had a mission, she fell in love
and that decided everything. As happened in the synagogue of Nazareth, the Lord,
in our midst and of his friends and acquaintances, rises to take the book and says
to us: "The Scripture you’ve just heard has been fulfilled this very day "(Lk 4:21).
Do you want to live the realization of his love? May your "yes" continue to be the
doorway for the Holy Spirit to offer a new Pentecost to the world and to the
Church.
